Springwells Neighborhood - Natural Assets

There are many unique waysto experiencethe
environment in Springwells neighbor hood:
Woodmere Cemetery retains the area’ s original topography,
with gently rolling hills and the exposed creek; it was
designed by the Olmstead Firm which also designed New
York City’s Central Park. Woodmere is aso where many
prominent Detroiters are buried, including David Whitney
and David Buick (above left). The “Greening of the Rouge’
at the Ford Rouge Center used innovative environmental
solutions including special plantings that help remediate air
toxins, and a ten-acre sedum rooftop (above right). The
Rouge River provides a natural connection between the
Detroit River, the Southwest Detroit and Southeast Dearborn
communities, and the entire Rouge River system that extends
north to Novi (left). The first phase of the Southwest
Detroit-Dearborn Greenway will create nearly two miles of
trails and connect Patton Park with Dearborn’s Lapeer Park
and Salina Elementary School (below left).
